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Dean Bloodgood and I conducted our Birdathon 
on Monday April 21 st . We met at Sanborn Lake and 
walked the perimeter, picking up blue -gray gnat-
catcher, warbling vireo, yellow - rumped warbler, pied 
grebe, and great egret among others. The Lakeôs resi-
dent belted kingfisher eluded us though, and we did 
not see this species later in the day either.  

After birding Sanborn, we locked my car and took 
Deanôs van to the airport where we saw house and Sa-
vannah sparrows, scissor - tailed flycatchers, eastern 
meadowlarks, andόas everywhere todayόstrutting 
great - tailed grackles. These birds are very comical in 
their courtship posturing.  

From the airport we went to the OSU cow barns 
off McElroy, first passing a field of OSU horses, many 
with darling foals. At the barns we came upon seven 
upland sandpipers in the grass very close to where we 
parked the van. I should have taken a photo with my new camera but was too enthralled looking at them 
as they peered back at us with their large eyes. Or maybe their eyes only look large because their heads 
are so small?  Weôd gone to the barns to try to find yellow-headed blackbirds and we did . . . three of 
them with large flocks of mixed cowbirds and Brewerôs blackbirds. Also found an eastern phoebe (though 
I have one nesting under my carport which Iôd already counted) and plenty of rock doves. 

Our next stop was the Oklahoma Botanical Gardens and Arboretum. We parked and walked the 
gardens but saw and heard surprisingly little. I think the only new species we picked up there was a red -
bellied woodpecker.  

After the OBGA, we took Range Road north, heading for Sooner Lake. Among other species seen 
along the way, we spotted a red -shouldered hawk, an indigo bunting, kestrel, eastern bluebirds, purple 
finches, lark sparrows, vesper sparrows, wild turkey, and a real surpriseόpine siskins in two cone-laden 
pines at the edge of a property. We also passed several interesting fences ðone decorated with a cowboy 
boot on each post (must have been over 100 of them); one decorated with an old wagon wheel on each 
post; and one decorated with cattle skulls on each post (see photos below).  

By the time we got to Highway 84, we were craving lunch, 
so drove to Morrison and ate at a tiny café there. Dean had 
liver ónô onions and I had a burger sans bun but did manage to 
eat a large pile of French fries. Reenergized, we headed for 
Sooner.  

The first species we saw when we got to Sooner Lake 
were several groups of white pelicans, some still with breeding 
discs on their bills (right). We birded up Highway 15 a bit, see-
ing more yellow -headed blackbirds at the first boat ramp, as 
well as killdeer, more posturing grackles, and barn swallows.
